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John F. “Doc” Humphrey Scholarship

John Humphrey, known all over Morrisville College and community as "Doc" spent 33 years as the Music Professor and Chairman of the College Music Department. He taught hundreds of students to perform and appreciate music in all of its forms and styles. During his tenure at Morrisville, he conducted and performed in 5 to 12 bands and ensembles each school year.

Under his direction, the Paragons Jazz Big Band would play at a host of College events, and tour New York state annually to bring the joy and knowledge and exposure to Jazz music to many High School’s and Colleges.

Many of Morrisville’s instructors and graduates can recall performing with Doc in the College Orchestra, the College Choir, Musicals, AWOL, Cathedral, Paragons and Skylarks.

Humphrey started teaching music at Morrisville in 1964 and immediately began pushing for more music-orientated programs on campus. Within five years he helped start a concert band, the Paragons Jazz Band and a choir. He also served as student activities director. He arranged for Morrisville appearances by music greats such as Buddy Rich, Stan Kenton, Maynard Ferguson and Count Basie. In 1974, Humphrey formed the New York State Intercollegiate Jazz Festival, which brought top jazz talent to the Morrisville campus. He performed in a vocal ensemble at the 1966 World’s Fair in New York City, and was a member of the Music Educators National Association.

No matter how busy Humphrey was on campus, he always found time to help students. Humphrey always tried to push students to remain in school and work to their highest level.
To honor John “Doc” Humphrey for all the time, friendship, and love he gave us, Alpha Delta Mu, his family and fiends have established this scholarship in his name.  
Award:

One scholarship will be awarded annually for one year (2 semesters) of full time study attending SUNY Morrisville at the Morrisville campus. The scholarship will be awarded to one person a year and distributed each fall and spring semester in the amount of $450.
